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Demise Life
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Demise Life is a glass-blown
sculpture with hand carved designs.
This sculpture is a foot in diameter and
is an investigation of the loss of the
beginning of life. Demise Life reflects
the loss of life and the grief that en-
compasses it. This can be seen with the
gray lines of glass vigorously wrapped
around the sphere, symbolizing how
death is always a part of life. As light
passes through this sculpture, the shad-
ows offer remembrance of what their
could have been- an abundance of cell
proliferation and the continuation of
life. This glass blown sculpture reflects
the process of death taking over the
beginning of life.
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
